Heading into the church, the main procession will leave the Knox Centre by the 
Bealey Avenue doors, walking west along Bealey Avenue towards Victoria Street, 
entering the church through the Victoria Street doors.  Those needing a shorter 
route to church should feel free to enter the church straight from the Knox Centre’s 
internal doors.
