The Easter Sermon

Most years, the Easter sermon is a response to the Good Friday reflection.

On Good Friday this year, the reflection was about goodness abducted. A
beautiful tree became an instrument of torture; a creative carpenter became a
maker of weapons; the free and Spirited Jesus became a beast of burden.
Today's Easter reflection looks at resurrection as a "finding and returning” of
what was abducted - the risen Christ giving back to creation its beauty and
hope. On Good Friday we confessed that "something was wrong"”. On Easter
Day, everything is "made right”. In this year's Easter sermon, reference also
is made to some themes set earlier in Lent, which also find their resolution in
resurrection.
