On Good Friday, we looked at four characters from the Passion story, each one 
creating a way of putting distance between themselves and the horror of what was 
happening to Jesus.  The soldiers occupied themselves with rolling the dice and 
playing games.  The religious authorities retreated into concerns about higher 
priorities: purity and solemnity.  Pontius Pilate tried to wash his hands of 
responsibilities that were proper to his office.  And Peter, Jesus' friend, denied that 
he had any connection to Jesus.  They closed their eyes to the truth unfolding 
before them. 
 

   
 



The Easter Service 
 
This morning the Bible is already placed on the lectern, so will not be processed 
into the church.  The service begins at 10:00am, with the congregation remaining 
seated, as the minister reads 
 

The Easter Sentence:  1 John 1: 1-2 

We declare to you what was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we 
have seen with our eyes, what we have looked at and touched with our hands, 
concerning the word of life — this life was revealed, and we have seen it and testify 
to it, and declare to you the eternal life that was with the Father and was revealed 
to us . . . 
 

The Easter Narrative:  Luke 24:1-12 

But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they came to the tomb, taking the 
spices that they had prepared. 
 
They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, but when they went in, they did 
not find the body. 
 
While they were perplexed about this, suddenly two men in dazzling clothes stood 
beside them.  The women were terrified and bowed their faces to the ground, but 
the men said to them, "Why do you look for the living among the dead?  He is not 
here, but has risen.  Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, that 
the Son of Man must be handed over to sinners, and be crucified, and on the third 
day rise again." 
 
Then they remembered his words, and returning from the tomb, they told all this to 
the eleven and to all the rest.  Now it was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the 
mother of James, and the other women with them who told this to the apostles.  
But these words seemed to them an idle tale, and they did not believe them. 
 
But Peter got up and ran to the tomb; stooping and looking in, he saw the linen 
cloths by themselves; then he went home, amazed at what had happened.

The Easter Sermon 
 
Most years, the Easter sermon is a response to the Good Friday reflection. 
 

On Good Friday this year, the reflection was about the measures taken by 
those in the Passion story to create a distance between themselves and what 
was happening to Jesus (What is it to you?  It's nothing to do with me).  In the 
Ways of Distraction, there was an element of "self-defeating denial of the truth".  
Today's Easter sermon looks at resurrection as the joyful reclaiming of truth 
and the giving of hope.  Truth and Hope.

I lived in Christchurch 
through the Christchurch 
earthquakes. There was a 
lot to be despondent about. 
People were looking for 
signs of hope. The signs 
came in lots of different 
ways. One that really lifted 

many people was the street art that sprung up on the sides of buildings. 
Another was the increasing numbers coming to church on a Sunday.  

At Hope Presbyterian we decided on a mission statement which led with, 
‘Building Hope in a Broken World’. This seemed to strike a chord with people 
who were longing for meaning and hope in difficult times.   

I was remembering this as I reflected on our most recent struggles. COVID 
weariness; an accelerating gap between rich and poor driven by out-of-
control house prices; and now, our dismay at the brutal invasion of Ukraine! 
Where is the hope? How does it break in?  

I like the glimpse of hope in the words of Leonard Cohen:  

“Ring the bells that still can ring / Forget your perfect offering / There is a 
crack, a crack in everything / That is how the light gets in.”* 
 

And so, easing of Covid restrictions, and peace talks in Ukraine that are 
edging towards cessation of war, these are signs of light shining through the 
cracks of despair.  

To that, we Christians add a faithful voice drawing attention to the first cracks 
of dawning light at sunrise on the third day, which transformed the despair of 
the cross to something filled with hope.  

This faith of ours - that the resurrection transforms the seeming despair of 
the cross into a world-changing victory of life over death, forgiveness over 
sin and good over evil - remains as powerful and relevant as ever!  

As church bells ring out around our Church this Easter, may they toll a 
message of ultimate hope to a tired people in despairing times.
